The word tikka means bits, pieces or 

chunks in India. Chicken Tikka is an 

easy-to-cook dish in which chicken 

chunks are marinated in special spices and 

then grilled on skewers. This is one of India's 

most popular dishes. Chicken Tikka can also be made into 

Chicken Tikka Masala, where the grilled chicken pieces are 

added to a tasty gravy.

Traditionally, chicken tikka is baked in a clay oven called a 

tandoor, which basically makes this recipe a boneless chicken 

version of the Indian dish tandoori chicken. Since most of us 

don't have a tandoor, using a grill or the oven is a good 

alternative. 

Enjoy this chicken tikka with warm naan, or use to make 

chicken tikka masala.

Ingredients: 1 cup fresh coriander (cilantro) leaves (finely 

chopped), 2 tbsp. ginger paste, 3 tbsp. garlic paste, 3 to 4 tbsp. 

garam masala, 6 peppercorns (or 2 dry red chilies), 1/2 tsp. 

orange food coloring, 1 cup fresh unsweetened yogurt (should 

not be sour), 2 1/4 lbs./1 kg. skinless and boneless chicken 

breast (or thigh, cut into 2-inch chunks), 1 large onion (cut into 

very thin rings), 3 tbsp. lime juice (or lemon juice, freshly 

squeezed), Garnish: lime or lemon wedges, 1 tsp. chaat 

masala (available at most Indian groceries)

Steps to Make It:  Gather the ingredients. Grind the chopped 

coriander (keep some aside for garnishing) and all other marinated 

ingredients (except yogurt) into a smooth paste in a food processor. 

Pour the spice mix into a large bowl and add yogurt. Mix well. Add 

the chicken pieces and mix well. Cover the bowl and refrigerate. 

Allow to marinate overnight. Thread the chicken onto skewers and 

keep ready. Preheat your oven to 400 F or grill to medium-

high.Place the skewers on the grill or in your oven with a tray 

underneath to catch drippings. Roast open until the chicken is 

browned on all sides and tender, about 12 to 15 minutes.Remove 

from skewers and put the chicken on a plate.Remove from skewers 

and put the chicken on a plate.Put the onion rings in a separate 

bowl and squeeze lime juice over them. Sprinkle the chaat masala 

over and mix well so the onions are fully coated. Garnish the 

Chicken Tikka with these onion rings and serve with naan.

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Al-Tabari Was one of the great historians of the world 
who wrote a massive history called Tarikh al-rusul wal 
muluk. It covered the history of the world from the 
pre-Islamic age to his own times. 
Life: Abu Jafar Muhammad Jarir al- Tabari was born 
in 224 AH/839 AD at Amul in the region of Tabaristan 
in Iran. He was called al-Tabari for his association 
with Tabaristan. He belonged to a rich family. He had a 
good early education at his native place. He 
memorised the Quran by the age of seven. Seeing his 
intrest in studies, his father sent him to Baghdad for 
higher studies under Imam Ahmad ibn Hanbal. But the 
Imam died before al-Tabari  reached Baghdad. Al-
Tabari visited other centres of learning in search of 
education, like Basrah, Kufa And Egypt. He also 
visited Sham/Syria to perfect his knowledge of 
Hadith. He acquired mastery in Hadith, Fiqh, Quran, 
Grammar, ethics and history. 
After the completion of studies under able teachers at 
different places, he returned to Baghdad where he 
lived till his death. He was a man of character and 
rejected grants and posts which were offered to him by 
the rich and rulers. This he did mainly to devote 
himself to writing books. He made a living by writing 
and teaching. He died in 310 AH / 923 AD. Historian 

Abu Muhammad al-Farghani was one of his students. 
Achievements: Al-Tabari wrote on Quran, law, Hadith 
and history. His commentary on the Quran, Jami al-
bayan fi tafsir al-Quran has been highly admired for its 
collection of historical material relating to 
commentaries on Quran. However, his most important 
wok is the history of the world called tarikh al-rusul 
wal muluk (History of prophets and kings), or History 
of al-Tabari. He once told his students that a history of 
mankind from Adam A.S to his own times would 
require about 30,000 pages. This gives an idea of the 
size of his original book. 
Tarikh al Rusool begins with the creation of the world, 
history of the prophets and rulers of ancient times, 
stories about Biblical and Quranic peoples, history of 
Iran, Prophet Muhammad and the first four caliphs. 
This is followed by the history of the Umayyads and 
Abbasids. When he comes to the Islamic period 
starting with the life of the Prophet, he records the 
events annually under the Hijra era. Al-Tabari stopped 
his history at 302 AH/195AD, eight years before his 
death. Al-Tabari collected the material for his book 
from various sources, like earlier books, his teachers, 
other scholars, and oral traditions. He recorded the 
facts as he received them without attempting to give 
any interpretations of his own. 
The work acquired such popularity that other writers 
continued it. Thus historian Abu Muhammad al-
Farghani (his pupil), Abu Hasan Muhammad al - 
Hamdani, Ibn Miskawih and Ibn Al-Athir continued 
the account up to 1225 AD. 
Forty years after his death, it was translated into 
Persian by order of a Sasanian ruler. Since the original 
was huge work, a shorter Persian work was prepared 
by Balami. This was translated into Turkish and 
Arabic. (There was another al-Tabari who wrote the 
medical encyclopaedia Firdaus al-Hikma.)
