Al-Kindi made important contributions to the 
development of philosophy and science. He 
was multi-telented scientist who wrote 350 
books on various subjects, including 
philosophy, mathematics, astronomy, physics, 
chemistry, medicine and music.
Life: Abu Yusuf Yaqub ibn Ishaq al-Kindi was 
born in 185 AH/801 AD in Kufa in Iraq. He 
hailed from the ruling family of the famous 
South Arabian tribe of Kindha. His grandfather 
had migrated to Kufa and settled there. His 
father was governor of Kufa. Al-Kindi studied 
in Basrah and Baghdad. he studied Indian and 
Greek philosophy and science. After 
completing his education, he entered into the 
services of the Caliph of Baghdad. Famous 
astrologer Abu Mashar and astronomer Ahmad 
ibn Tayyib Sarakshi, were some of his pupils. 
Al-Kindi was one ofthe rare scholars who led a 
luxurious life in a palatial house. He also owned 
a big library.
Achievements: Al-Kindi studied almost all 

branches of learning available in his time. He 
was one of the most prolific writers of Islam. He 
wrote 350 books. The wide range of scientific 
and other subjects that he covered in his books 
speaks for his telents. He wrote 25 books ond 
philosophy, 45 on astronomy, 24 on medicine, 
38  on mathematics, 9 on logic, 12 on music, 36 
on technology and chemistry. He also wrote on 
geography, mineralogy and psychology. About 
70 of his books have survived. 
Al-Kindi was an experimental scientist. He 
dealt with various scientific problems-
fundamentals of physics, matter, space, form, 
motion and time;causes of scarcity of rainfall, 
cause of clouds, snow, lightining and thunder; 
cause of coolness of upper layers of the 
atomoshere; colour of the sky, cause of tides, 
etc. He stated that the movement of tides 
depended on the changes which occurred in 
bodies on account of changing temperature. His 
original theories on optics have been admired 
by modern scientists. His explanation of the 
cause of the colour of the sky agrees with the 
modern theory that the colour of the sky is due 
to the refraction of the rays of the sun in the 
atmosphere. He was one of the early 
musicologists. He rejected the possibility of 
converting base metals into gold. 
Some of his books are: Rasail al kindi 
(philosophy); Aqrabadin (medicine) and Kitab 
al-kimiya al-itr (chemistry). His scientific 
works were translated into Latin by Gerard of 
Cremona (d.1187 AD).

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Muhammad (PBUH)  was born in 
Makkah in the year 570.  Since his 
father died before his birth and his 
mother died shortly thereafter, he was 
raised by his uncle who was from the 
respected tribe of Quraysh.  He was 
raised illiterate, unable to 
read or write, and remained 
so till his death.  His people, 
before his mission as a 
prophet, were ignorant of 
science and most of them 
were illiterate.  As he grew 
up, he became known to be 
truthful, honest, trustworthy, 
generous, and sincere.  He 
was so trustworthy that they 
called him the Trustworthy.  
Muhammad  was  very 
religious, and he had long 
detested the decadence and 
idolatry of his society.
 At the age of forty, Muhammad  
received his first revelation from God 
through the Angel Gabriel.  The 
revelations continued for twenty-
three years, and they are collectively 
known as the Quran.

As soon as he began to recite the 
Quran and to preach the truth which 
God had revealed to him, he and his 
small group of followers suffered 
persecution from unbelievers.  The 
persecution grew so fierce that in the 

year  622 God gave them the 
command to  emigra te .   This 
emigration from Makkah to the city 
of Madinah, some 260 miles to the 
north, marks the beginning of the 
Muslim calendar.
After several years, Muhammad  and 

his followers were able to return to 
Makkah, where they forgave their 
enemies.  Before Muhammad  died, 
at the age of sixty-three, the greater 
part of the Arabian Peninsula had 
become Muslim, and within a century 

of his death, Islam had 
spread to Spain in the West 
and as far East as China.  
Among the reasons for the 
rapid and peaceful spread of 
Islam was the truth and 
clarity of its doctrine.  Islam 
calls for faith in only one 
God, Who is the only one 
worthy of worship.
The Prophet Muhammad  
was a perfect example of an 
honest ,  jus t ,  merci ful , 
compassionate, truthful, and 
brave human being.  Though 
he was a man, he was far 

removed from all evil characteristics 
and strove solely for the sake of God 
and His reward in the Hereafter.  
Moreover, in all his actions and 
dealings, he was ever mindful and 
fearful of God.
