Shemir Yakub from Kenya, Iqbal 
Advani from Middle East. Each and 
every question were considered and 
comments of the Board Members were 
taken into account and took decisions 
with consultation and unanimous 
consent of board members.
Major decisions were;
1.Mr. Tayyab Moosani unanimously 
promoted from Deputy GS to Gen. 
Secretary due to resignation of Ayaz 
Begawala who resigned from the 
position of GS.
2 . E v e r y  B o a r d  m e m b e r  s h a l l 
contribute US$ 250 per year while VPs 
of the chapters shall pay US$ 500/ 
each per year.
3.Number of Board members from 
India, Pakistan and Middle East 
increased from 9 to 13.
4.Every VP shall hold 3 events per 

year in their respective chapters.
5 . B o o k s  o f  A c c o u n t  s h a l l  b e 
maintained by the Treasurer Imtiaz 
Kaludi.
6.Patron Fees shall be utilized 50% in 
the concerned chapter of patron and 
50% in the central body.
7.Decided to make amendment in our 
constitution as per decisions taken 
above. It was also agreed to hold 
Board Meeting half yearly with 
consent of board members.
8 .  A G M  A c c o u n t  o f  2 0 1 8 - 1 9 
presented to Board again and it was 
approved.
9. It was agreed to increase the 
strength of Ladies Wing of IMO and 
organize activities for the interest of 
ladies.
10. As per request of VP Kenya 
Chapter, the Next AGM and IM2M 
Conference would take place in 
Kenya.
11. Rest of the points were related to 
policy and procedure that is already 
explained and clar ified in  the 
constitution.

Muharram fes�val is celebrated all over the world by both Sunni and 
thShia Muslims for whole month or especially 10  day of Muharram. They

Ibn Muqla was great calligrapher of Islam. 
Calligraphy is the art of beautiful curve writing, 
and Islamic calligraphy is a world famous art 
form. Ibn Muqla was the first calligrapher to 
define the rules of calligraphy and to give it a 
scientific base. He invented a new style of 
calligraphy. 
Life: Abu Ali Muhammad ibn Ali Ibn Muqla was 
born in Baghdad in 272 AH/886 AD. He studied 
in Baghdad and started his career as a clerk. His is 
a very interesting story of a person who rose from 
the low rank of a clerk to the high position of a 
minister. He became vizier (minister) three times 
under three caliphs- al Muqtadir, al-Qahir and al-
Radhi Billah. He earned a lot of money and led a 
grand life. But his involvement in court politics 
and his misdeeds brought Misfortune upon him. 
He Was imprisoned and his right hand was cut off. 
It is an irony of fate that the hand which produced 
great works of art was cut off. But he did not stop 
working as a calligrapher; he wrote with his left  
hand for sometime. Later, he attached a pen to his 
right stump and produced equally great examples 

of calligraphy. It is said that no one could make 
out any difference between the work done when 
his righ hand was intact and the work done with 
the pen attached to his maimed hand. Ibn Muqla 
died in prison in 328AH/940AD. 
Achievements: Ibn Muqla is rated among the 
geatest calligraphers of Islam. Some even 
consider him as the greatest. He made the most 
important contributions to the development of 
Islamic calligraphy. He Studied the earlier styles 
of Arabic writing and invented a new and elegant 
style. It was called khat al-mansub, or the 
proportioned script. It was later perfected by 
another great calligrapher Ibn al-Bawwab. 
Ibn Muqla set the principles of the art of 
calligraphy and gave it a scientific base. His 
knowledge of geometry helped him in this matter 
with a sense of space, measurment and 
proportion. He framed three basic rules: a dot as a 
unit of measurement, a standard circle and a 
standard Alif. All letters had to be inscribed 
within a circle which had the standard Alif 
(Arabic letter a) as its diameter. His principles 
included rounding off the characters, proportion 
among characters, a mathematical and 
geometrical system, relation between the 
thickness and thinness of lines, a firm but relaxed 
hand while writing. He also took care about the 
curves and slants of letters. 
He produced copies of the Quran and other works 
in his style of calligraphy and earned grean 
admiration. Ibn Muqla's calligraphy became so 
popular in the Islamic world that poems were 
written on him and his art.
