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Within half a century of the death of Safi al-Din
Abd al-Momin, there appeared another great
musicologist-Abd al-Qadir Ibn Ghaibi. He was a
great music theorist, prolific composer, skilled
performer on the lute (ud) and an author of books
on music. His books are of importance to the
history of Arabian, Persian and Turkish music.
Life: Abd al-Qadir Ibn Ghaibi was born at
Maragha in Iran during the middle of the eighth
century AH/ fourteenth century AD. In his early
professional life, he was a musician at the court of
Jalairi Sultan al-Husain of Iraq. During his
successor Sultan Ahmad's reign, he rose to the
position of the chief minstrel. He continued in that
post until Timur conquered Baghdad in 795 AH/
1393 AD and ordered him to go to his capital
Samarqand. In 801 AH/ 1399 AD, he worked at
the court of Timur's son Miranshah at Tabriz for
whose waywardness Timur punished his courtiers
with death. Fortunately, Abd al-Qadir was
forewarned of the dangers and managed to escape
to the court of his former patron Sultan Ahmad in
Baghdad. Timur caught him again when he
recaptured Baghdad in 803 AH/ 1406 AD, but
forgave him.

He spent the rest of his life at the Timuri court in

Samarqand. He was one of the four important
persons at the court of Timur's son Shahrukh, to
whom he dedicated one of his books. He
presented one of his books to the Turkish Sultan
Murad I1. He died at Herat in 838 AH/ 1435 AD
during the great plague. His talent was inherited
by his son Abd al-Aziz and grandson Mahmud
both of whom wrote books on music which have
also survived.

Achievements: Abd al-Qadir Ibn Ghaibi wrote
four books on music three of which have survived.
His books contain theories, description of various
instruments, commentaries on earlier works, and
collection of melodies and compositions. He was
a great composer, poet, painter and calligrapher.
But it is as a music theorist that he is remembered
today.

Jami al-alhan (Encyclopaedia of music), which
he wrote in 808 AH/ 1405 AD in more than one
version, is his most important work on music. It
contains his theories and a few musical
compositions. He was a prolific composer, but
most of his compositions have been lost. His book
Kanz al-tuhaf has preserved some of his notated
compositions. A number of his compositions have
also survived in the oral musical tradition of
Turkey and Central Asia. His other works are:
Magqasid al-alhan (Principles of music) and Sharh
al-adwar (Commentary on kitab al-adwar, of Safi
al-DinAbd al-Momin.)

Abd al-Qadir Ibn Ghaibi acquired considerable
fame and success in his own life-time mainly as a
musician and musicologist. He innovated the
classical Nauba, or cantata, by adding a fifth
element Mustazad to it. Nauba was a popular
classical Arabian composition of his time which
earlier consisted of four elements-qaul, ghazal,
tarana and furu-dasht.
