SCIENTISTS

Al-Zahrawi was the greatest surgeon of Islam and
one of the great medical scientists of the world.
His encyclopaedic medical work, al-tasrif, was a
major text book in the universities of Europe for
several countries. It describes a number of surgical
operations and instruments, and contains several
original ideas.

Life: Abul Qasim Khalaf ibn Abbas al-Zahrawi
was born in 324 AH/936 AD at al-Zahra, near
Qurtuba (Cordova) in Islamic Spain. Al-Zahra
was a satellite town built by sultan Abd al-Rahman
al-Nasir near the capital Qurtuba and named after
his queen Zahra. Al-Zahrawi spent most of his life
in Cardova and al-Zahra which were major centres
of education and culture in Europe in those days.
He hailed from a family of Ansars who came from
Arabia to Spain when it was conquered by
Muslims. He had a good early education. Later. he
studied medicine, and specialised in surgery. After
the completion of his studies, he joined one of the
several government hospitals at Cordova where
he practised medicine and surgery for the rest of
his life. After forty years of experience, he wrote
his famous book a/-Tasrif. He died at al-Zahra in
404 AH/ 1013 AD at the age of eighty lunar years.

He was known as Abulcasis in Europe.
Achievements: Al-Zahrawi has been greatly
admired for the surgical section of his book
al-Tasrif liman ajiz an al-talif. A large
number of inventions and innovations are
attributed to him. The book is a medical
encyclopaedia which discusses various
aspects of medical science, such as materia
medica, pharmaceuticals, dietics, medical
chemistry, therapeutics, psychotherapy,
8 mid-wifery, diseases, surgical operation,
. surgical instruments, etc. Al-Zahrawi
performed various types of operations,
including eye operation. He was first to
recommend surgical removal of a broken patella
(knee-cap), first to perform lithotomy (removal of
stone from bladder) on women, first to describe]
hemophilia, and first to describe tracheotomy. He
introduced the ‘walcher position’ for women in
child birth. He described the removal of the dead
foetus from the womb. He mentioned several
types of threads and catguts for suturing
(stitching). An important aspect of al-Zahrawi’s
surgical study is the large number of surgicall
instruments that he used and described. He wrote
about the manufacturing of instruments and
provided over 200 drawings of instruments in his
book. He mentioned catheters, knives, scissor,
probes, saws, needles, syringes, forceps, scalpels,
hooks, lancets, etc. Al-Zahrawi separated medical
education from alchemy and theology, and
emphasised the scientific nature of medicine. He
advocated the study of medicine by intelligent
men. Al-Tasrif was first translated into Latin by
Gerard of Cremona in the twelfth century AD
followed by several other translations and printing
in Europe. It was translated into French in 1881
AD.

For the Tawa Masala: 1.5 teaspoon cumin seeds | 1
inch cinnamon stick | 2 teaspoon coriander seeds |
8-10 black peppercorn 1 bay leaf, broken into

pieces | 2 cloves | 1 black cardamom, seeds only skip
if notavailable

Instructions: Using sharp knife, cut the chicken
thighs into strips. Add to a bowl and add the garlic,
salt and lemon juice. Let sit while you chop the
vegetables and make the tawa masala | Dry roast all
the spices listed for 4-5 minutes on a griddle.
Transfer to small bowl and let cool a bit | Meanwhile
halve the onion and thinly slice into half moons.
Halve the tomato and slice into half moons. Half the
green chilies lengthwise. Julienne the ginger | Set
the tawa on a medium high stove to heat. Add
roasted spices to spice grinder and grind to a
powder | Add oil to the tawa. Once smoky add the
onions, tomatoes, ginger, green chilies and tomato
puree at once. Saute for 2-3 minutes until a dark
shade | Add the marinated chicken. Sprinkle the
tawa masala and salt. Mix to combine. Once mixed,
spread the chicken in a single layer on the tawa and
let cook for 4 minutes | Flip and let the chicken cook
on other side for 2 minutes. Then saute around till
you see the chicken getting a bit charred | Switch off
the stove and add lemon juice. Plate the chicken,
garnish with cilantro and serve.

It is thought to have taken|
place one year before the Hijrah (migration)
from Makkah to Madinah.

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Biography of Hazrat Khwaja Moinuddin Chisti Ajmeri (R.A)

Khwaja Garib Nawaz (R.A) was a great mystic, an
outstanding preacher, an inspired man, an erudite scholar,
a great poet and writer. He was the perfect representation
of the Holy Prophet Muhammad (S.A.W) He was a true
Saint who are an inspiration and doorways to Almighty
during these desperate times. He was born in 1142 (537

Hujweri famous as Hazrat Data Ganj Bakhsh (R.A). He
also travelled Syria, Baghdad, Kirman etc., for gaining
knowledge. During the visit of Haramayn he was blessed
with the sainthood of India from the blessed court of
Risalat and was ordered to serve Islam in India. With his
good manners, good character and speech, he propagated
Islam in this region. Hundreds of thousands of people
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embraced [slam after being impressed to him. How good
his character was can be seen in this story: Once, a
disbeliever came with the intention of killing Sayyedana
Khwaja Garib Nawaz (R.A) holding a dagger in the
armpit. He sensed his intention through his spiritual
intellect. When the person approached closer, Sayyedana
Khwaja Garib Nawaz (R.A) exclaimed, ‘Put your task
into action, I am present in front of you.” Having heard
these words, that person started trembling. He took out
the dagger, cast it away and threw
himself at the feet of Sayyedana
Khwaja Garib Nawaz (R.A) He
repented earnestly and became
Muslim.
Through reformation and preaching,
He prepared such a group of students
and Khalifa that carried out the great
duty of serving Islam everywhere in
_ L Pakistan and India (subcontinent).
He also carried out the duty of
serving Islam and reforming people through his writings
and books. In his books, one can find the mention of
Anees-ul-Arwah, Kashful Asraar, Ganj-ul-Asraar and
Deevan-e-Mu’een. Khwaja Garib Nawaz (R.A)
approximately spent 45 years serving Islam in India.
Finally, this fountain of wisdom, knowledge and
guidance departed this world on 6th Rajab 627 H in
Ajmer Sharif (Rajasthan, India). His luminous shrine is
situated in Ajmer Shareef.
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
