Rashid al-Din is considered as the first great universal
historian His Jami al-tawarikh covers the history of
the Islamic peoples, Mongols, Persians, Turks, Jews,
Chinese, Europeans and Indians It contains a lot of
valuable information.

ILife: Fadhl Allah Rashid al-Din ibn Imad al-Dawla
Abul Khayr was born in Hamadan in Iran in 645 AH/
1247 AD After an extensive education, he began his
career as a physician. He was a scholar of Arabic and
Persian. He was a well-read and intelligent person on
account of which he was favoured by Mongol rulers
of the region. He was appointed as the court historian
by Mahmud Ghazan Rashid al-Din accompanied him
in his military campaigns. Soon, he became very rich
and influential. He used his influence to save two
Baghdad scholars from being punished on fulse
charges. He used his wealth for charitable works. He
built a suburb near Sultaniya with a mosque, a
madrasa, a hospital and several houses. He was
interested in Sufism.

Rashid al-Din had a very tragic end. After the death of
his patron Uljaitu, his enemies removed him from his
high office. Then they falsely accused him of
poisoning Uljaitu and executed him in 718 AH/1318
AD. They even killed two of his sons, and destroyed
the suburb built by him However, his books survived
because he was clever enough to make several copies

of them. He spent 60,000 dinars to prepare copies of]
his books which he sent to his friends, scholars and
libraries.

Achievements: In addition to the great history,
Rashid al-Din wrote many other books on theology.
Quran, mysticism and various sciences. He wrote
both in Persian and Arabic. In his Kitab al-ahya wal
athar, he discussed various scientific subjects, such|
as agriculture, architecture, ship-building, mining,
metallurgy and meteorology He wrote about Chinese
science in his books.

However, the book that brought him everlasting fame
was his history of the Mongols and the world called
Jami al-tawarikh (Complete collection of histories).
He began the work on the orders of Mahmud Ghazan|
in about 1300 AD and finished itin 710 AH/1310 AD
during the reign of Uljaitu. It is in four volumes.
Volume I covers the history of the Turks and the
Mongols, history of Chengiz Khan, the great
conqueror of Asia and Europe, successors of Chengiz
down to Mahmud Ghazan. Volume II gives the
history of the Eurasian peoples. In it he writes about
the origin of mankind starting with the story of Adam,|
the stories about Jewish prophets, Prophet
Muhammad, the four caliphs and other rulers of Islam|
up to the year 656 AH/1258 AD. Volume III describes
the ruling dynasties of Jews, Arabs, Franks and
Chinese. He also writes about the Oghuz, Ismailis,
Chinese, Jews, Europeans, Indians, Buddha and his
religion. His description of the Chinese, Indians and
Buddhism are highly admired. He provides very
valuable information about European Christians,
their emperors and popes. It is the first great world
history in the true sense.
Rashid al-Din worked hard over a long period of time
to collect the material for his book. He read a lot of
original books and obtained information from|
travellers, and enriched his book with authentig]
information. This has made the Jami al-tawarikh an
important book on world history.
