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Ibn al-Jazzar, also known as Abu Ja‘far Ahmad ibn
Ibrahim ibn Abi Khalid ibn al-Jazzar, was born
around 895 CE in Qayrawan, a major intellectual
and cultural center in present-day Tunisia.

Life: He received his medical training under the
guidance of distinguished scholars in Qayrawan,
including Ishaq ibn Imran, a renowned physician
and philosopher. Qayrawan was home to one of the
most advanced medical schools of the time, which
heavily influenced Ibn al-Jazzar's education and
career. Growing up in an environment rich with
intellectual pursuits, Ibn al-Jazzar had access to
libraries and mentors that shaped his deep interest
in medicine, pharmacology, and public health.
Unlike many scholars who worked under royal
patronage, Ibn al-Jazzar pursued his medical
practice and scholarship independently, earning
respect for his dedication to both practical medicine
and academic rigor.

Achievements: Although Ibn al-Jazzar is more
recognized for his writings and advancements in
medical science than for mechanical inventions, his
intellectual contributions were transformative in
several fields:

Systematic Medical Manuals:He organized
diseases and treatments in a structured way that was
revolutionary for his time.His book "Zad al-

Musafir wa-Qut al-Hadir" (Provisions for the
Traveller and Nourishment for the Settled) served
as a medical guide and was widely translated and
used for centuries. Innovations in Geriatrics: In
"Kitab Tibb al-Mashayikh wa-Hifz Sihaatihim"
(The Book of Medicine for the Elderly), Ibn al-
Jazzar provided one of the first systematic studies
of aging, offering preventive measures and
treatments tailored for older adults. Pediatrics: His
work "Kitab fi Amrad al-Sibyan" (Book on the
Diseases of Children) is one of the earliest texts
focusing on pediatric medicine. It addressed the
diagnosis and treatment of illnesses specific to
children, laying the groundwork for future pediatric
studies. Pharmacology and Formulations: Ibn al-
Jazzar developed numerous herbal remedies and
formulations, emphasizing the importance of
natural ingredients. His works include discussions
on the preparation, dosage, and effects of
medicines, bridging the gap between empirical
practice and theoretical knowledge. Public Health
and Hygiene: He stressed the significance of
preventive medicine, cleanliness, and proper diet in
maintaining health, anticipating principles of
modern public health. Travel-Friendly Medicine:
Recognizing the needs of travelers, his "Zad al-
Musafir" was designed as a compact, easy-to-use
medical reference, ensuring that essential medical
knowledge was accessible even on long journeys.

Legacy: Ibn al-Jazzar’s innovations were less
about physical inventions and more about
intellectual breakthroughs that influenced
medicine for generations. His writings, particularly
in geriatrics, pediatrics, and pharmacology, reflect
his forward-thinking approach to health care and
disease prevention. His works were studied
extensively in both the Islamic world and medieval
Europe, bridging cultural and scientific boundaries.

Ingredients: % cup fine rava
(semolina), % cup besan (Bengal gram
flour), %2 cup sour yogurt, 2 tsp lime
juice, 2 tsp crushed ginger, 1 % tsp

crushed green chillies, % cup finely
chopped onion, % cup finely chopped
capsicum, % cup finely chopped carrot,
Ya cup de-seeded and finely cut tomato,
Y4 cup chopped coriander, % cup
crumbled paneer, Y4 tsp pepper powder,
1 tsp sugar, Salt to taste (Or approx. 1
tsp), 2 tsp oil, ¥ tsp baking soda, For the
garnish, Chopped coriander, Grated
fresh coconut, Fine sev, For the tadka
(tempering the oil), 1 % tbsp oil, ¥ tsp
mustard seeds, 2 green chillies, 1 tbsp
sesame seeds, Y4 tsp hing (asafoetida),
8-10 kadipatta (curry leaves)

Procedure: Whisk the rava and besan

together in a mixing bowl. Add the
yogurt, lime juice (to be added only if
the yogurt is not sour enough), salt,
sugar and 2 a cup of water. Mix
everything. Cover the batter and set it
aside for 20 — 30 minutes to allow the
rava to soften. In the meanwhile, chop
all the veggies — the onion, capsicum,
carrot, tomato, and coriander. After
around halfan hour, give the batter a stir.
It will now be thicker than it was earlier
due to the rava absorbing some of the
liquid. Add around a % cup of water to
the batter and stir it well. Then add in the
chopped veggies, the crumbled paneer,
crushed ginger, crushed green chilies,
pepper powder, and the oil. Mix the
batter again so all the ingredients are
well mixed. Adjust the consistency of
the batter by adding in some more water
(perhaps around 2 tbsp), adding as much
is needed to get a batter of medium thick
consistency — not too thick and not too
thin. Finally, taste the batter to see if it
needs any more salt. Add more salt if
necessary. Oil a pan (I’ve used a 7"
diameter round pan) to make it easier to
de-mould the steamed dhokla mix.
Also, start heating the water in your
steamer. Next, mix the baking soda into
the batter. Stir the batter well to disperse

the baking soda evenly inside it.
Quickly transfer the batter to the oiled
pan. Tap the pan lightly on your work
surface to level the surface of the batter.
Then place the pan in the steamer and
steam the dhokla batter for around 25
minutes or until a knife or skewer
inserted into it comes out clean. If you
use a larger pan, then the dhokla would
be less thick and you could steam the
batter for a shorter time, perhaps for
around 20 minutes. Take the pan out of
the steamer and allow the steamed
dhokla mix to cool completely. Later,
run a knife around the edges of the pan
and then upturn it on a plate. Turn the
dhokla slab around on the plate so the
upper surface is on top again. Heat some
oil in a small tadka vessel. Temper it
with the mustard seeds and chopped
green chillies. Turn off the heat and add
the sesame seeds, hing, and kadipatta.
Pour the tadka or tempered oil over the
steamed dhokla slab. Garnish the top
with chopped coriander, grated fresh
coconut, and fine sev. Cut the slab to get
square-shaped or diamond-shaped
dhoklas. Then serve the dhoklas with
coriander-mint chutney mixed with a
little yogurt or any sauce or chutney of
your choice.
