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A Great Saint: Hazrat Abu Muhammad
Muhiyuddin Sheikh Abdul Qadir Jilani (R.A)

Sheikh Muhiyuddin Abdul Qadir Jilani (a.k.a Gilani)
has been famous for centuries as the most popular and
revered Saint of [slam.

He was the founder of the Qadriya order, the most
tolerant and charitable of the Sunni order of the
dervishes. This order claims countless followers
throughout the Muslim world. His

adherents, who knew him as

‘Ghaus-e-Azam' (the highest in the

hierarchy of Saints) revere him for

his piety, humility, learning and

gentleness of spirit.

Sheikh Abdul Qadir was bormn in

1077 in Nif, a village in the district

of Gilan , Persia (to the north of

current Iran ). On his father's side,

his ancestry can be traced back in SHls

the direct line to Hazrat Imam §

Hassan and hence The Prophet =H=

Muhammad May Allah's peace &

and blessings be upon him. His

mother was a saintly lady and also

the daughter ofa famous saint of that time.

Sheikh Abdul Qadir left his home at the age of eighteen
in the pursuit of knowledge and he went to Baghdad,
the great centre of learning. He attended the classes
held by Tibrizi, the well-known Arab Philologist of the

age. There he was initiated into the Sufism of the Abul
Khair Muhammed School. This was a special mode of
religious thinking and feeling. A Sufi lives rather a
retired life in voluntary poverty in order to be better
able to meditate on the Holy Qur'an by seeking to draw
closer to Allah in prayer. Sheikh Abdul Qadir received
the Sufi dress called the ‘Khirka',
from his leader and patron Sheikh
Qazi Abu Sa'ad Mubarak, head of
the Muslim School of the
Hambalite law. Not long
afterwards, a Khangah ( monastery
) was built for him. In 1134, the
school of Mubarak al Mukharrini
# was enlarged by public
subscription and the popular

Sheikh was appointed as its head.
The Sheikh was a great theologian
and an earnest, sincere and
eloquent preacher. He prayed for
all of mankind without distinction
of race or creed. His sermons
which he gave regularly in the School on Friday
mornings and Monday evenings, and in the Khangah
on Sunday Mornings, breathed the spirit of charity and
philanthropy. Some of his sermons which are entitled

‘Futuh al Ghaib' are considered to be among the best

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pieces of Islamic literature ever written due to its matter
and style and one of the great educative values to
Muslims and non-Muslims alike. A considerable
number of Christians and Jews were deeply influenced
by his preaching and accepted the Divine faith.

His fame as a scholar and theologian spread far and
wide. People from all parts of the world addressed him
with their queries on religious and legal problems, and
he never failed to answer these to their entire
satisfaction. Many people including rulers and wazirs
figured among his disciples venerated the Saint for his
unaffected simplicity, deep humanity and steadfastness
of purpose. In his childhood, his saintly mother had
always counselled him to remain truthful, frank and
honest whatever might happen, and like a dutiful son he
made his mother's advice his watchword for life and
acted upon his mother's advice. Once, when he was
going on a journey, she gave him a few gold pieces. The
caravan was overtaken by robbers. When they asked
him about what valuables he had with him, he showed
them the gold pieces. The robbers were taken aback and
asked him why he did not try to hide his money. He
replied, “I hold the noble advice of my mother dearer
than these few pieces of gold.” The robbers were so
moved by the noble spirit shown in this answer that they
gave back all the property they had taken from him.
Sheikh Abdul Qadir is considered the patron Saint of'the
Kurds and is held in great veneration by the Muslims of
the Indo-Pak sub-continent. The members of the
Qadriya order may be counted in tens of thousands in
central Asia, China, Java and Sumatra.

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Full House: Needy Memons get homes through
community aid
Middle-aged Zohra Mohammed Umar smiles as she welcomes
us to her one-room flat in Badat Mansion at the crowded
Memonwada Road in Dongrl If Zohra who owns the 150 sqft-
house is evidently happy,
it has to do with the
(instinct to possess a
'shelter. Only six months
"ago, Zohra and her taxi
driver husband Umar
;moved into their own
home after living in
rented houses and
¢ changing addresses for
20 years.
The Umars arc among several hundred members of the Memon
community who have benefitted from Housing Help. a scheme
floated by All India Memon Jamat Federation. an umbrella
body of around 300 Memon jamats (communities) across the
country. "After our local jamat chipped in with support, the
Federation ensured that we got our own house. Without the
jamat's support. we would've lived in crammed. rented rooms
for life," says Zohra, bringing us tea from the "kitchen"” cleverly
created along a wall in the room. Another "boon", Zohra
happily adds. 15 the attached bathroom. ending the compulsion
to queue up at common toilets,
Now that the Umars own their own house, they have begun
hunting a house for their 22-year-old son Abdul Aziz too. Every
suitable Memon boy must customarily own his own house
before he gets married. That is how 32-vear-old Mohammed
Inayat Merchant's fortunes turned. Merchant got this one-room

house at Dadabhai Mansion in Ghoghari Mohalla of Pydhonie,
with the Federation's help over a year ago and within 15 days of
getting the keys to the flat, says his father Mohammed Yusuf
Merchant, the boy got a bride. "A heavy burden is off my chest
now that my eldest son has his own house and lives with his
wife," says the father whose next worry is to find a house for his
other son, Shabbir.

A decade after the Federation was founded on April 11, 1972,
informs its president Igbal Memon Officer, housing for the poor
in the community became a concern. "Initially, the federation
would give little amount to those who needed decent dwellings.

When a needy Memon (1t 1s a prosperous business community
but a chunk of 1t 15 still mmpoverished) applies to the
Federation’s Housing Help scheme, the need is verified by the
local jamats. Apart from buying houses in buildings for the
needy and even partially tunding the purchase or the repairs of
lats. the federation also builds entire colonies. In Amravati, the
Jamat built a 28-flat colony 12 years ago. On January 14 next
year, informs Federation's Zonal sccretary Yusuf Salat in
Amravatl, the Federation will inaugurate another colony having
six flats. At the Federation's Mohammed Ali Road office—they
meet every Tuesday to discuss different aftairs including the
housing issue—the Federation's CEQ Alaf Mohammed
Hussain rattles off the figures: In 2017 alone, they helped 239
families across the country, including 27 in Mumbai, buy
houses. Not bad in a country where millions remain rootless.

Ibn Yunus was one of the greatest Muslim
astronomers who made important contributions to the
development of astronomy and trigonometry. He
recorded the most extensive medieval astronomical
observations, described about 30 eclipses and 40
planetary conjunctions and prepared an elaborate set
of astronomical tables containing 340000 entries. He
made original contributions to plane and spherical
astronomy and presented hundreds of formulas for
spherical astronomy.

Life : Abul Hasan Ali ibn Abd al-Rhman ibn Ahmad
ibn Yunus was born in Fustat, near Cairo, in Egypt in
the 330s... AH/940s AD. He

came from a respected

family. His great grandfather

Yunus was an associate of

Imam Shafii and his father

Abd al-Rahman was an

eminent historian and

muhaddith (scholar of

Hadith). He started his

astronomical observations

before 977 AD and continued

till 1003. He made a major

part of his observations and

wrote his books during the

reigns of Caliph Abd al-Aziz

and his son caliph al-Hakim was interested in
astrology and astronomy and attempted to build an
observatory in Cairo.

In his later years, Ibn Yunus suffered from absent
mindedness, became careless, and wore shabby
clothes. He predicted his own death. He was in good
health when he predicted that he would die in seven
days. He attended to his personal work, locked
himself in his house and recited the Quran until he
died on the predicted day, in 399 AH/ 10009. AD, in
Cairo.

Achievements : A/ Zij al-Hakimi al-kabir is one of
most important astronomical works produced by
Muslim astronomers. It is also one of the most
extensively studied Islamic zijes by modern scholars.

It is a large book in 81 chapters. Two of the natable
aspects of the Zij are the recording of a large number of
astronomical observations made by the author and his
predecessors, and a comparison of their results with
the Zij mumtahan prepared on orders of al-Mamun in
Baghdad 200 years earlier. Modern computations have
confirmed the correctness of Ibn Yunus' observations.\

He prepared elaborate tables for various astronomical
purposes, like a table for determining positions of sun,
moon and other planets for over 2,700 years from 622
AD, a table of sines for each 0; 10" of are, a table of
cotangent function and a set of highly accurate
spherical astronomical tables
for time keeping which was
used in Cairo until the
nineteenth century. He
prepared time tables showing
the time for the five daily
prayers of Islam for eight
hundred years. In spherical
astronomy, he displayed
great mastery by deriving
formulas with the help
orthogonal projections and
analemma constructions. He
offered several hundred
problems of spherical
astronomy and their solutions, like a method for
computing right and oblique ascensions, and one for
finding the time between two solar observations on the
same day which he solved by a direct application of the
cosine rule for plane triangles. It was the earliest use of
this rule. He was probably the first to study the
isometric oscillatory motion of the pendulum which
led to the construction of mechanical clocks. Some of
his ten books are : Kitab ghayat al-intifa, Kitab al-
samt, and Kitab al-tadil al-muhkam.

His observations were used by Simon Newcomb for
determining the value of the secular acceleration of the
moon, and by R. Newton. For his contributions to
astronomy, modern world has honoured him by
naming a landscape on the far side of the moon after

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9 Muslim Freedom Fighters Who Fought For India’s Independence

Maulana Abul Kalam Azad

One of the greatest freedom fighters
of India, Maulana Abul Kalam Azad,
is our first name of Muslim Freedom
Fighters. His service to the nation
didn’t just stop after India became
independent, he continued serving
India till his last breath. He first took
part in India’s Independence aged just
16. In his second stint as Congress
President, He started the Quit India
Movement. He was the first education
minister of India. He was conferred a
Bharat Ratna in the wear 1922,
Maulana Abul Kalam Azad, after
serving the country for over 50 years,
breathed his last on 22 February 1958.
Dr. Zakir Husain

Another Bharat Ratna awardee, Dr.
Zakir Husain was the third president
of independent India and also the first
Muslim president of India. He was a
stern follower of Mahatma Gandhi’s
non-violence policies. He believed
that education was essential to make
the Indian youth capable of fighting
against the British and thus focused on
empowering the education system. He
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acted as the Vice Chancellor of Jamia
Millia Islamia for 22 years (1926-48)
and made it one of the finest
educational institute of India. He died
on 3 May 1969 becoming the first
Indian president to die on duty.

Syed Mohammad Sharfuddin
Quadri

A forgotten hero of India’s freedom
struggle, Syed Mohammad
Sharfuddin Quadri is included in our
list for his supreme acts of nobility. He
joined India’s freedom struggle
during the Salt Satyagraha movement
in 1930. He ably supported Mahatma
Gandhi in every struggle and was
imprisoned in the same cell as
Mahatma Gandhi. Even after
independence, he stayed away from
politics and still continued to
contribute his bit to the nation. He
died on 30 December 2015, at the age
of 114, 8 years after getting awarded
with a Padma Bhushan.

Bakht Khan

Hailing from Bijnor district of Uttar
Pradesh, Bakht Khan was a major part
of the rebellion of 1857. An
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experienced army-man, Bakht Khan
served as a Subedar in the Army of
East India Company. Bakht Khan
took command of the rebel forces. He
lacked ammunitions, food and other
necessities and still managed to
improve the standard of rebellion
forces drastically. His strong and
powerful rebellion activities
prompted the British rulers to launch a
man hunt. In May of 1859, the British
had their prime target, Bakht Khan,
shotdead.

Muzaffar Ahmed

Born in the present day Bangladesh,
Muzaffar Ahmed initiated a magazine
Navayug to promote the nationalist
feeling amongst the Indian youth. He
was one of the founders of the
communist party of India. He was
jatled several times for his
involvement in various conspicuous
deaths of British officers. The
headquarters of Communist Party Of
India in Kolkata is named after him.
He died in Kolkata in the year 1973.
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
