Haji Yusuf Marfani made huge contributions for the cause. He
was appointed Chairman of supply Board of the Council of
Indian Liberation Army.

Historian Yunus Chitalwala says Marfani was among the first
donors and Netaji expressed his gratitude by awarding him a
Sevak-e-Hind medal. He was the first recipientof this award.
Mr Abdul Habib Marfani, a businessman from Dhoraji town of
Saurashtra was settled in Rangoon. On July 9, 1944, when
Netaji founded INA in Rangoon, Marfani was the first to come
forward to contribute Rs 1 crore financial supportto the AZAD
HIND SENA, soon the coffer swelled with contributions from
Indian expats in Rangoon and Singapore.

Life: Born on May 18, 1048, Omar Khayyam
received a strong education in the sciences,
literature, and religion. His name, "Khayyam,"
meaning "tentmaker," suggests his family may
have been involved in this trade. He studied under
some of the most prominent scholars of his time,
excelling particularly in mathematics and
astronomy.

Achievements: Algebra: Khayyam made
significant contributions to the study of algebra.
His book, Treatise on Demonstration of Problems
of Algebra, classified cubic equations and
provided geometric solutions using the
intersection of conic sections. He was among the
first to understand and solve cubic equations
systematically. Binomial Theorem: Khayyam’s
work hinted at the generalization of the binomial
theorem, an essential foundation in modern
mathematics. Reforming the Persian Calendar:

At the invitation of the Seljuk Sultan Malik-Shah,
Khayyam worked with a team of astronomers to
reform the Persian calendar. The resulting Jalali
calendar (1079) was highly accurate, surpassing
the Gregorian calendar in precision. It calculated
the length of a year to incredible accuracy and was
used for centuries. Philosophy: Khayyam was a
critical thinker who questioned religious
orthodoxy, delving into metaphysics and
epistemology. His philosophical writings reflect a
blend of skepticism and mysticism. Poetry:
Khayyam 1is celebrated in the West for his
quatrains (rubaiyat), thanks to Edward
FitzGerald’s translation in the 19th century. These
poems reflect his philosophical musings on life,
fate, love, and the transient nature of existence.
Some famous lines emphasize living in the
moment and enjoying life. Science and
Medicine: Khayyam wrote about mechanics,
geography, and music theory. He was well-versed
in medicine, authoring a few treatises on health
and healing.

Legacy: Omar Khayyam’s methods in
mathematics influenced subsequent scholars in
both the Islamic Golden Age and the European
Renaissance. His astronomical calculations paved
the way for future innovations. The Rubaiyat
remains a cultural treasure, celebrated worldwide
for its philosophical depth and poetic elegance.
His thoughts inspired thinkers across the globe,
particularly during the Age of Enlightenment, for
their blend of skepticism and existential inquiry.
Omar Khayyam remains a timeless figure,
embodying the spirit of inquiry and creativity. His
intellectual legacy bridges the realms of science,
literature, and philosophy, inspiring generations to
think critically and live fully.

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The small town of Ajmer, is unremarkable to the eye at first
glance. However, on closer inspection, one beholds the reason
that it stands out. In thousands upon thousands they come,
Muslim, Hindu, Buddhist, of all nationalities; raising their voices
in celebration and prayer, in praise and remembrance of one of the
greatest saints ever in the long and illustrious history of Islam. The
chieftain and profounder of the Chishtiya Silsila, Khwaja Gharib
Nawaz (R.A.) is one of the most respected and universally
recognised figures in Sufism and Islam. He stands tall as a great
spiritual leader; a reformer and purifier of hearts at the most
turbulent of times he was a pioneer, a missionary who was
responsible for spreading the Sufi and Islamic

sphere of influence to the remotest regions of

polytheistic India. His pious character was a

true picture of Islam; his practice exactly in

accordance with the dictates of the Holy Quran

and Sunnah, and his teachings beautiful lessons

in godliness, truthfulness, and equality which

enlightened the hearts of multitudes. Authentic

estimates place the number of people he guided

to the path of Islam at nine million.

This city was completely alien to Islam; no

muslims at all lived within its bounds. It was in

this hostile environment that Khwaja Moinuddin Chishti (R.A.)
and his forty disciples settled and began the bulk of his teaching.
Very soon, however, he changed the entire civic atmosphere,
gathering people of all races, castes and stations to the shining
truth of Islam. His high morals and frugal lifestyle deeply
impressed the Hindus and all the while, the beautiful messages of
the Quran and Sunnah entered deep into their hearts. Soon they
started to convert, in multitudes upon multitudes, and the raja
became alarmed as even his courtiers and high-ranking servants
took up Islam.

Itis interesting here to note that the raja’s mother had predicted the
arrival of Khwaja Moinuddin Chishti (R.A.), and had warned her
son not to interfere with him lest he suffer total destruction.
Whether Prithviraj forgot this prophecy or ignored it is unknown,
but he began to harass the shaykh and trouble his followers. But
Khwaja Moinuddin Chishti (R.A.), holding firm to the Islamic
doctrine that, “Allah is with those who patiently persevere,”
steadfastly carried on his peaceful mission. One day, however, he
said, “The raja will be captured alive, and his kingdom snatched
away.” This prophecy was proven true not months later. The raja,
was defeated by Sultan Shahabuddin, was captured alive and
brought into the presence of the sultan, who
ordered him executed. The power of the
Rajputs was thus broken for more than three
hundred years. Khwaja Moinuddin Chishti
(R.A.) carried on his work in Ajmer for 45
years, and millions entered Islam through his
spiritual light and endeavours. Besides this
great service, he also established permanent
sufi centres which were run by such mighty
disciples as Khwaja Qutbudeen Bakhtiyaar
Kaki, Hazrat Baba Farid Ganj Shakar, Hazrat
Nizamuddin Auliya and Khwaja Nasiruddeen
