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The Brutal Persecutlon of Ulema. British Colonial Atrocities in India

In 1861 the British Government launched a campaign
against the Qur’an. 300,000 copies of the Noble Qur’an
were set alight by the government. Thereafter, they made a
resolution to eradicate the ulema’.

An English historian, Mr. Thompson writes in his
memoirs:

“From 1864 to 1867, the British government firmly
resolved to eradicate all the ulema’ of India. These three
years are one of the most heart-wrenching periods of
Indian history. The British hanged 14 000 ulema’ to death.
From Chandi Chowk of Delhi up to Khaibar, not a single
tree was spared the neck of the ulema’.The ulema’ were
wrapped in pig-skin and hurled alive into blazing furnaces.
Their bodies were branded with hot copper rods. They used
to be made to stand on the backs of elephants and tied to
high trees. The elephants would then be driven away and
they would be left hanging by their necks. A makeshift
gallow was set up in the courtyard of the Shaht Mosque of

Lahore and each day up to eighty ulema’ were hanged. The
ulema’ were at times wrapped up in sacks and dumped into
the Rawi river of Lahore after which a hail of bullets would
be pumped into each sack.”

Thompson writes further:
“As I got into my camp at Delhi, I perceived a stench of
putrefied flesh. As I stepped out and went behind my camp,
I saw a blazing fire of live coals. I saw a group of forty
naked ulema’ being led into the fire. As I was witnessing
this scene, another group of forty ulema’ were brought onto
the field. Right before my eyes, their clothes were taken off
their bodies. The English commander addressed them
thus: ‘O Molvies! Just as these ulema’ are being roasted
over this fire, you will also be roasted. To save yourselves,|
just one of you must proclaim that you were not part of the
1857 uprising of freedom. I will release all of you the
moment [ hear just one of you affirming this.”

Thompson writes:

“By the Lord who has created me! Not one of the ulema
said any such thing. All of them were roasted over the fire
and another group was also brought and roasted over the
blazing fire. Not a single alim surrendered to the demands|
ofthe British.”
By 1867 not a single Islamic institute remained. One would
be quite astonished to realize that in 1601 when the British
arrived in India for trade, there were a thousand Islamic|
institutes in Delhi alone.'

How to Make Chicken Kabsa | Arabian Chicken And
Rice: 1) To make kabsa spice mix, combine together
cardamom, white pepper, saffron, cinnamon, all spice and
lime powder in a bowl. Set aside. 2) Heat oil in a large
heavy bottomed pan over medium-high heat. Add onions,
ginger, garlic and green chilies. Sauté for 2-3 minutes or
until the onions turn golden brown. Add bay leaves, cloves,
cardamom pods and cinnamon stick. Fry for a minute. 3)
Stir in tomato purée. Add ground nutmeg, ground black
pepper, ground cumin, ground coriander and kabsa spice.
Season with salt. Fry the spices for a minute. Add carrots
and diced tomatoes. Stir, and cook for 2 minutes. 4) Add
chicken cubes and chicken pieces. Brown chicken, turning
occasionally, for about 30 minutes. Remove the chicken
pieces from the pan. Set aside. 5) Add rice and raisins. Pour
in 4 cups water. Season with salt. Bring it to the boil.
Reduce the heat, cover with lid, and simmer for 10-15
minutes. 6) Preheat grill. Grill chicken for 10-15 minutes or
until cooked through. Serve rice with grilled chicken.
Notes: - For rice, start with 3 cups of water, and then
add more if needed.

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Al-Urdhi was a renowned engineer and instrument
maker who made a large number of precise
astronomical instruments for the Maragha
observatory He also wrote a book on astronomical
instruments.

ILife: Muayyad al-Din al-Urdhi al-Dimashqi was
born in Dimashg/Damascus in Syria. Exact dates
of his birth and death are not known. He was born
after 596 AH/ 1200 AD and died about 668 AH/
1270 AD. He was a friend of the great scientist and
scholar Nasir al-Din al-Tusi and worked with him.
Apart from the usual subjects taught in the Islamic
schools of his time, he studied engineering and
architecture. He specialised in making
astronomical instruments. In the early years of his
career, he worked for the ruler of Damascus. Later,
he joined the famous astronomical observatory at
Maragheh, now called Maragha in Iran.

The Maragha observatory was one of the important
observatories established during the Islamic
period. It was set up at a huge cost by the Mongol
conqueror Hulaku in 657 AH/ 1257 AD Nasir al-
Din al-Tusi was the director of the observatory,
while Al-Urdhi was in-charge of its instruments
department. The observatory had a factory where
al-Urdhi manufactured the required instruments.
The observatory of Maragha made valuable

contributions to astronomy.

Al-Urdhi had two sons, Muhammad and Shams al-
Din, who joined their father at Maragha.
Muhammad was, like his father, an instrument
maker, who constructed a celestial globe of metall
which is now preserved in the famous museum at
Dresden in Germany

Achievements: Al-Urdhi started his career as an
instrument maker in Damascus. But he achieved
success and fame when he joined the Maragha
observatory. He made numerous astronomical
instruments for the Maragha observatory which|
were known for their precision and craftsmanship.
He also wrote a book, Risala fi kaifiya al-arsad...
(Art of astronomical observations...) In it he
described the design, manufacture, method of use
and purpose of the instruments. He also explained
the theories, results and proofs of observations.
Some of the instruments made and described by al-
Urdhi are: armillary quadrant, armillary sphere,
solstial armil, equinoctial armil, Hipparchus'
diopter, an instrument with two quadrants, a two-
limbed instrument, a 'perfect instrument', a
parallactic ruler, instruments to determine sines,
azimuths and versed sines. The instrument with|
two quadrants measured the horizon co-ordinates
of two stars simultaneously. European astronomer|
Tycho Brahe's description of his instruments
resembled the description given by al-Urdhi.
Al-Urdhi's book shows that the Islamic
astronomers were fully aware that for accurate
results precise instruments were necessary. The
book also shows that Islamic astronomers were
manufacturing such precise instruments.
Al-Urdhi also wrote books on the construction of
the sphere Risala fi amal al-kurra al- kamila, and
on determination of distance between the centre of
the sun and it's apogee.
