The Islamic Golden Age produced numerous scholars
whose intellectual brilliance illuminated fields such as
mathematics, astronomy, medicine, and philosophy.
Among these giants was Abu Ja‘far Ahmad ibn Yusuf
ibn Ibrahim ibn Tammam al-Siddiq al-Baghdadi, a
name that resonates in the world of mathematics and
science for his lasting impact on both the Islamic and
European intellectual traditions.

Life: Ahmad ibn Yusuf was born around 835 CE in
Baghdad, then a flourishing epicenter of intellectual
activity under the Abbasid Caliphate. He was the son of
Yusuf ibn Ibrahim ibn Tammam, a respected
mathematician and astronomer, who played a pivotal
role in cultivating his son's scholarly aptitude from an
early age. The family later relocated to Fustat (present-
day Cairo, Egypt), where Ahmad ibn Yusuf established
himself as a prominent thinker and educator. Raised in
an environment enriched by classical learning and
Islamic inquiry, he was introduced to the works of
Euclid, Ptolemy, and Archimedes, and was trained in
both Arabic and Greek sciences.

Achievements: Ahmad ibn Yusuf received a rigorous
education under the guidance of his father. His studies
encompassed a wide array of disciplines including:
Mathematics, Astronomy, Philosophy, Greek logic and
analytical methods. His deep engagement with Greek
sources enabled him not only to translate and preserve
ancient texts but also to critically comment and expand
upon them, advancing mathematical theory in the

Islamic world. Ahmad ibn Yusuf is particularly
remembered for his work in ratio and proportion,
geometry, and applied arithmetic. His treatise on the
theory of ratios contributed to the refinement of
proportional reasoning a concept vital to Islamic
jurisprudence (especially in inheritance law),
architecture, land measurement, and commercial
transactions. One of his most referenced works was
“Kitab al-Misaha” (The Book of Measurement), a
manual combining theoretical geometry with practical
applications, tailored for use in administrative and

. economic planning.

Translations and Commentaries: A significant part
of Ahmad ibn Yusuf’s legacy lies in his role as a
translator and commentator of classical Greek works.
His commentary on Ptolemy’s “Centiloquium”, an
influential astrological text, became a key reference in
the Arab and Latin worlds.Through his refined
commentarial method—balancing accuracy with
contextual understanding. He helped integrate
Hellenistic science into the fabric of Islamic learning.
Influence on Europe: Ahmad ibn Yusuf’s works
travelled far beyond the Islamic world. His writings
were cited by the famous European mathematician
Leonardo of Pisa (Fibonacci) in his renowned book
Liber Abaci, which introduced Arabic numerals and
mathematical methods to Europe. This transmission of
knowledge was crucial in shaping the scientific
awakening of medieval Europe and eventually the
Renaissance.

Lasting Legacy: Ahmad ibn Yusuf passed away circa
912 CE in Cairo, having authored multiple treatises that
synthesized the best of Greek intellectual heritage with
Islamic analytical rigor. His legacy represents a
remarkable confluence of cultures, wherein ancient
knowledge was not only preserved but elevated to new
heights. He remains a testament to the profound
scholarly tradition of the Islamic Golden Age. A period
characterized by rigorous inquiry, cross-cultural
dialogue, and the pursuit of knowledge as a form of
devotion.

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Virtues & Significance of the Months of Muharram-ul-Haram

Mubharram is the first month
of the Hijri/Islamic
calendar. Considered to be
the second holiest month
after Ramadan, and one of
the four sacred months of
the year when war is
forbidden, Muharram is a
time for reflection and penance. The word ‘Muharram’
means ‘forbidden’ in Arabic and during this month of the
year ancient Arabs refrained from engaging in any warfare
and quarrelling and devoted their time in remembrance of
the Almighty. The 10" day of Muharram is called Aashura
and is of great significance for the Muslim community for
multiple reasons.

Significance of the day of Aashura: Allah bestowed Prophet
Musa the miracle of splitting the Red Sea, saved him with
his people and flooded the Firaun and his soldiers. “Prophet
Nuh’s arc landed on Mount Judi on the day of aashura. He
and his companions spent the day fasting to thank Allah
(SWT). Animals didn’t eat anything either. Prophet Yunus
got out of the belly of the fish. Allah (SWT) accepted
Prophet Adam’s repentance on aashura. Prophet Yusuf came
out of the well that he was thrown. Prophet Isa was born and
also ascended to the heaven on the day aashura. Prophet
Dawood’s repentance was accepted. Prophet Abraham was
born on the day of aashura. Prophet Yaqub eyesight, which
he had lost years ago was restored. Ayni (ra) states that:”
Some people mentions Prophet Idris, Prophet Ayyub and
Prophet Sulaiman amongst the ten prophets, because

Prophet Idris was ascented to the heaven on that day.
Prophet Ayyub recovered from his illness and Prophet
Sulaiman was bestowed wealth. (Sahih Muslim).

Our Beloved Prophet Muhammad (S.A.W) stated the
following regarding aashura: On the Day of aashura Allah
(SWT) created the Seven Heavens, Seas, Mountains, the
Pen, Law-e-Mahfuz, the Stars, the Kursi, Angel Jibrail and
the other angels. The first rain fell from the sky on the Day of
aashura and the end of the world will come on the day of
aashura. In the time of our Beloved Prophet (S.A.W),
Kaaba’s covering used to be renewed on the day of aashura
every year.

Another reason that makes Ashura remarkable in Islam is
that it is the day when Imam Husayn (R.A.), the blessed
grandson of Prophet Muhammad and the master of the
youth of heaven, was martyrized. Imam Husayn (R.A.) and
his companions opposed Yazid I tyranny and in
consequence, by the command of Yazid I, they were
martyrized atrociously in Karbala on the 10" of Muharram
in Hijri 61. As a matter of fact, Allah (SWT) bestowed high
ranks to these blessed martrys who sacrificed themselves for
the sake of the Islamic truths they lived and defended.
Through martydom ,They attained such an otherworldly
and magnificent ranks that no worldly royalty could reach.
The family of the Prophet (Ehl-e-Bait), who went through
such suffering times, performed the task of carrying the
banners of Quran to the ummah in every century and
became the spritual sultans. May Allah be pleased with them
all.

appearance is beyond one's
capability, but the Sahabah (Radiallahu anhum) have
endeavoured, according to their capabilities, to
preserve what little they could. Qurtubi says: "The full
beauty and elegance of Sayyidina Rasulullah
(Sallallahu alaihe wasallam) has not been made
manifest, otherwise it would not have been possible
for man to look at him". The Sahabah (Radiallahu
anhum), have done the ummah an immense favour by
conveying to them the perfect intrinsic knowledge, as
well as the perfect conspicuous elegance and beauty of
Sayyidina Rasullullah (Sallallahu alaihe wasallam).

He was of medium
stature). In complexion, he was he was neither very
white like lime, nor very dark, nor brown which
results in darkness (he was illuminant, more luminous
than even the full-moon on the 14" night). The hair of
Rasullullah (Sallallahu alaihe wasallam) was neither
very straight nor very curly (but slightly wavy). When
he attained the age of forty, Allah the Almighty
granted him nubuwwah (prophethood).He lived for
ten years in Makkah (commentary) and in Madina for
ten years. At that time there were not more than twenty
white hair on his mubarak (blessed) head and beard.”
COMMENTARY. Sayyidina Rasullullah (Sallallahu
alaihe wasallam) was of a medium stature, but slightly
taller. This has been reported in a narration from
Sayyidina Hind bin Abi Haalah (Radiallahu Anhu)
and others. An objection may arise concerning these
two hadeeth, that it is stated in one hadith that when
Sayyidina Rasullullah (Sallallahu alaihe wasallam)
used to stand up in a group, he appeared to be the
tallest among them. This was not due to his height, but
was aresult of a Mu'jizah (Miracle). In the manner that
no one had reached a higher status than Sayyidina
Rasullullah (Sallallahu alaihe wasallam) in
‘Kamalaate Ma'nawiyyah', (super intellectual status)
likewise in the “Surah Zaahiri' (outward appearance)
no one could excel him.
