[bn Bajja was one of the important thinkers of Islam
who wrote thirty books, mainly on philosophy,
psychology and physics. Some of his theories on
matter, form. dynamics, projectiles and motion are
highly admired.

Life: Abu Bakar Muhammad ibn Yahya abn al-Saigh
ibn Bajja was born towards the close of the fifth
century AH / twelfth century AD at Saraqusta
(Saragossa) in Spain. He spent his youth in Saragossa
where he had his early education. He also memorised
the whole Quran. Even his critics have praised him for
his scholarship. While still in his twenties he became a
vizier to the al-Murabitun (Almoravid) governor of
Saragossa Abu Bakr ibn Ibrahim al-Sahrawi ibn
Tiflawit. When Alfonso 1 of Aragon conquered
Saragossa, lbn Bajja fled to Ishbiliya where he
worked as a physician, Some of his books were
written there. After spending fow years in obscurity,
he left Spain and went to Fez, in North Africa. where
he met the governor Abu Bakr Yahya ibn Yusuf ibn
Tashufin who honoured him with the post of vizier.
[bn Bajja died in Fez in 533 AH / 1133AD. His pupil
Abu Hasan Ali ibn Abd al-Aziz al-lmam compiled his
scattered and unfinished works into a book.
Achievements: In his writings, [bn Bajja dealt with
philosophy, logic, physics, psychology, metaphysics,
music, medicine, zoology, botany and astronomy, His
works in philosophy and physics are highly admired.

Intellect is the most important aspect of human
existence. Acqiring true knowledge is the goal of man
and true knowledge 15 acquired through mtellectual
perfection. The aim of mankind is to organise a
perfect society / state. A perfect society does not
require doctors, judges or morahists. Because its
citizen does not eat food which creates health
problems. do not quarrel, and do not lead immoral
lives. The philosopher strives to establish such a
society / state, If there is no hope for the creation of
such a society the philosopher must consider himself a
stranger in the imperfect society. He leads a lonely
life, lives by his ideals and ereates a bond wiath all such
persons all over the world constituting such a society /
state.

In physics, Ibn Bajja considered matter, form.
dynamics, projectiles, foree and motion, There are an
action and a reaction and the two are comparable as
the reclation between action and reaction can be
quantified. The florce of a mover progressively
decreases in proportion to the duration of the motion.
The distance covered by a moving body and it’s
velocity are directly proportional to the relation
between the force of the mover and the force of the
maoved. If there i1s no medium, air or water, a body
would move with the original velocity which is finite,
and the velocity would decrease in proportion to the
resistance offered by the medium. This theory
influenced medieval European scholars, like St
Thomas Aquinas and Duns Scotus, Tbn Bajja is the
carlicst scientist to present a dynamic theory of
descent on an inclined plane.

The decreasing force of a falling body is proportional
to the angle formed by the inclined plane and a
perpendicular drawn to the surface of the earth from
the point on the plane at which the falling body is
found. Some of his books are: Tadbir-al-mutawahhid;
Kitab-al-nafs; Risala-al-ittisal al-agl bi al-insan and
Risala al-wada. Tadbir.. was parily translated into
Hebrew in 1349 ADD.
