Abu Muhammad Abd Allah ibn Ahmad ibn al-Baitar
(1197-1248) was a distinguished Andalusian Muslim
scientist, pharmacist, and botanist, widely recognized
for his contributions to the field of medicine and
pharmacology. Ibn al-Baitar is often referred to as the
“father of pharmacology” due to his extensive work on
medicinal plants and their properties.

Life: Ibn al-Baitar was born in Malaga, in Andalusia
(modern-day Spain), during the late 12th century. Little
is known about his early family life, but it is believed that
his family had connections to the medical and botanical
sciences. His surname "al-Baitar" means "the
veterinary" in Arabic, indicating his family's
involvement in herbal medicine or veterinary practices.
Ibn al-Baitar studied in Andalusia, where he was
educated in medicine, botany, and pharmacy. Later, he
traveled widely throughout the Islamic world,
particularly in Cairo (Egypt), where he gained further
knowledge and experience in plant-based medicine. He
was also associated with the famous medical school of
Damascus.

Achievements: Ibn al-Baitar made substantial
contributions to the knowledge of medicinal plants,
herbal remedies, and pharmacology during the Islamic
Golden Age. His most famous work is the "Kitab al-Jami
fial-Adwiya al-Mufrada" (The Comprehensive Book on
Simple Medicaments and Foods), an extensive
compilation of medicinal plants, their uses, and
properties. The book contains over 1,400 plants,
medicines, and substances, including herbs, minerals,

and animal products. It remains one of the most
important and influential references in the history of
pharmacology. His book describes the effects, medicinal
qualities, dosages, and preparation methods for various
plant-based medicines. It also introduced the concept of
empirical observation in testing the efficacy of plants
and drugs, which was a significant development in early
pharmacology. Ibn al-Baitar was particularly interested
in studying the medicinal properties of plants and their
potential for healing diseases, emphasizing their
practical and scientific application. Ibn al-Baitar’s
approach to the classification of plants was ahead of its
time. He categorized them based on their medicinal
uses, establishing a foundation for later studies in botany
and plant taxonomy. This laid the groundwork for the
scientific classification of plants that would later be
developed in Europe. Ibn al-Baitar also wrote about the
care and treatment of animals, particularly in his work
"Kitab al-Mujarrabat" (Book of Experiences), which
contained medicinal prescriptions for animals. He
applied his knowledge of plants and their healing
powers to veterinary care, making significant
contributions to the health of livestock and other
animals.

Influence and Legacy: Ibn al-Baitar’s works were
widely read and referenced by later scholars, including
European physicians during the Renaissance period. His
books were translated into several languages, and his
discoveries in botany, medicine, and pharmacology
deeply influenced the development of these fields. His
methods and attention to empirical research served as a
model for later scientific approaches in medicine,
particularly in terms of using practical knowledge
gained from experimentation rather than relying solely
on traditional practices. Ibn al-Baitar spent the latter part
of his life in Damascus, where he continued to research
and write until his death in 1248. He died relatively
young but left behind a rich legacy of scholarly work that
would go on to inspire future generations of scientists
and medical practitioners. Ibn al-Baitar’s contributions
in the realms of botany, pharmacology, and medicine
were groundbreaking for his time, and his works have
had lasting influence even in modern-day science.
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and potato Chaat

Memoni Black Chickpea and Potato Chaat
is a delicious, tangy, and flavorful street-
style dish that perfectly balances sweet,
sour, and spicy flavors. It is made with
black chickpeas, tender potatoes, a spicy
tamarind sauce, and a mix of aromatic
spices. This chaat is a popular snack among
Memoni communities and is enjoyed as a
refreshing and wholesome dish.
Ingredients:250 grams black chickpeas
(kala chana), 125 grams tamarind , '
teaspoon yellow food color , 2 tablespoons
sugar, /2 teaspoon salt (or to taste), 1 72 pao
potatoes (boiled, peeled, and cubed), 1
teaspoon cumin powder, 1 tablespoon
coriander powder, "2 teaspoon red chili
powder, 1 tablespoon chaat masala, 1
bunch fresh coriander leaves (chopped), 4
medium-sized onions (finely chopped), 1
tablespoon ginger-garlic paste

Cooking Instructions: Step 1: Soak the
Chickpeas Start by washing the black

chickpeas thoroughly under running water.
Then, soak them in a bowl filled with water
overnight or for at least 8 hours. This will
help them soften and reduce their cooking
time.Step 2: Boil the Chickpeas: Drain the
soaked chickpeas and transfer them to a
pressure cooker or a large pot. Add the
ginger-garlic paste and enough water to
cover them completely. Cook until the
chickpeas become soft and tender. If using
a pressure cooker, cook for about 15-20
minutes on medium heat. If using a regular
pot, boil them for around 40-50 minutes
until they are soft but not mushy. Drain any
excess water and set aside. Step 3: Prepare
the Potatoes: While the chickpeas are
boiling, take the potatoes and boil them
until they become fork-tender. Once
boiled, peel the skin off and cut them into
small cubes. Keep them aside for later use.
Step 4: Chop the Onions and Coriander:
Finely chop the onions and fresh coriander
leaves. These will add crunch and freshness
to the chaat. Step 5: Prepare the Tamarind
Sauce: In a pan, add tamarind pulp, sugar,
yellow food color, and salt. Stir everything
together and cook on medium heat until the
mixture comes to a rapid boil. The sugar
should dissolve completely, and the
tamarind pulp should turn into a thick
sauce. Step 6: Add Spices to the Sauce:
Once the tamarind sauce starts boiling, add
cumin powder, coriander powder, red chili

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THE SIGNIFICANCE OF LAYLAT-UL-QADR

Laylat-ul-Qadr, also known
as the Night of Power, is one
of the holiest nights in the
Islamic calendar. It is during
this blessed night that the
Qur’an was first revealed to
the Prophet Muhammad
(peace be upon him). The
Qur’an and Hadith
emphasize its immense
rewards, making it a night of unparalleled spiritual
significance for Muslims.
Laylat-ul-Qadr in the Quran: Allah describes the
greatness of this night in Surah Al-Qadr: "Indeed, We
sent the Qur’an down during the Night of Decree. And
what can make you know what is the Night of Decree?
The Night of Decree is better than a thousand months.
The angels and the Spirit descend therein by
permission of their Lord for every matter. Peace it is
until the emergence of dawn." (Surah Al-Qadr 97:1-5)
These verses highlight that Laylat-ul-Qadr is better than a
thousand months, which means that worship performed
on this night is more rewarding than worship done over
83 years and 4 months. This alone signifies its immense
value in the life of a believer.
Allah also mentions Laylat-ul-Qadr in Surah Ad-
Dukhan:
"Indeed, We sent it [the Qur’an] down during a

blessed night. Indeed, We were to warn [mankind].
On that night is made distinct every precise matter."
(Surah Ad-Dukhan 44:3-4)

This verse reinforces that Laylat-ul-Qadr is a night of
divine decree, where Allah ordains matters related to
destiny and guidance for the coming year.
Laylat-ul-Qadr in Hadith: The Hadith of the Prophet
Muhammad (peace be upon him) further explains the
virtues and recommended actions on this sacred night.
Forgiveness of Sins:The Prophet Muhammad (S.A.W)
said:"Whoever stands (in prayer) on Laylat-ul-Qadr out
of faith and seeking reward, his past sins will be
forgiven." (Bukhari, Muslim)

Search for Laylat-ul-Qadr in the Last Ten Nights: The
Prophet Muhammad (S.A.W) advised:" Seek Laylat-ul-
Qadr in the last ten nights of Ramadan, in the odd-
numbered nights." (Bukhari, Muslim)

This encourages Muslims to increase their devotion,
particularly during the 21*23", 25" 27", and 29" nights of
Ramadan, with many scholars favoring the 27" night.
Recommended Supplication: Hazrat Aisha (may Allah
be pleased with her) asked the Prophet Muhammad
(S.A.W) what supplication to say if she found Laylat-ul-
Qadr. . o
He advised her to recite: " —ie at\é sl Siad ez 8L 221
Allahumma innaka 'afuwwun tuhibbul-'afwa fa'fu 'anni
Translation: (O Allah, You are Most Forgiving, and You
love forgiveness, so forgive me.) (Tirmidhi)

THE SIGNIFICANCE AND VIRTUES OF EID-UL-FITR

id-ul-Fitr is one of the most
joyous and spiritually
significant occasions in Islam.
It marks the completion of
Ramadan, the month of fasting,
and is a day of gratitude,
festivity, and acts of worship.
The significance of this blessed
day is deeply rooted in the Quran and Hadith, which
highlight its virtues and the recommended practices
associated with it. Eid-ul-Fitr in the Light of the Quran: The
Quran emphasizes the importance of fasting and the
completion of Ramadan as a means of attaining piety and
gratitude. Allah says in the Holy Quran: ""You must complete
the prescribed period (of fasting) and glorify Allah for
guiding you, so that you may be grateful." (Surah Al-
Baqarah 2:185)
This verse highlights that Eid-ul-Fitr is a time for Muslims to
express gratitude for being granted the strength to fast and
worship Allah during Ramadan. Charity and Helping the
Needy Before Eid prayer, it is obligatory for every capable
Muslim to give Zakat-ul-Fitr (Sadaqgat-ul-Fitr), a special
form of charity meant to purify the fast and assist the less
fortunate. Allah commands generosity in the Quran: ""Those
who spend in charity, night and day, secretly and openly,
their reward is with their Lord; on them shall be no fear, nor
shall they grieve." (Surah Al-Baqarah 2:274) Giving
Zakat-ul-Fitr ensures that the poor can also partake in the

Virtues of Eid-ul-Fitr in Hadith: The Messenger of Allah
(#) said:"Whoever fasts during Ramadan with faith and
seeking reward, all his past sins will be forgiven." (Sahih
Bukhari, 38)

The Special Reward of Eid: On the day of Eid, Allah
rewards His servants who completed Ramadan with
sincerity. The Prophet (¥) said:"When the people gather for
Eid prayer, the angels say: 'O Allah! Grant reward to those
who fasted during Ramadan and prayed at night.' Then, a
caller proclaims, 'Go forth, your sins have been forgiven!"
(Tabarani)

The Sunnah Acts of Eid-ul-Fitr: The Prophet Muhammad
(%) established certain Sunnah practices for Eid:

Performing Ghusl (ritual bath) before going for prayer.
Wearing clean and presentable clothes.

Eating something sweet, such as dates, before leaving for
prayer.

Offering the Eid prayer in congregation.

Taking a different route while returning from the prayer
ground. These practices symbolize gratitude, purification,
and unity among Muslims.

A Day of Happiness and Unity: The Prophet (¥)
encouraged joy and celebration on Eid while maintaining
righteousness. He said: "The fasting person has two joys: one
when he breaks his fast, and one when he meets his Lord."
(Sahih Muslim, 1151)

This Hadith reflects the happiness of Eid after a month of
devotion.
