Spanish Islamic scientist Ibn Wafid made 
contributions to pharmacology and pharmacy. He 
wrote several books on those subjects, including Kitab 
al-adwiya al-mufrada and Kitab al-rashad fi-al-tib 
Life: Abu al-Mutarrif Abd al-Rahman Ibn Wafid was 
born in 398 AH/1007 AD at Talitala in Islamic Spain. 
Talitala was the Arabic name for what is now known as 
Toledo. The Muslim rulers of Spain provided great 
facilities for the development for agriculture and 
botany. As a result, Spain produced a large number of 
botanists and agronomists. The scientific activities 
started by earlier Muslim rulers of Spain were 
continued in the days of Ibn Wafid. Ibn Wafid studied 
medicine at Cordova where the great Islamic surgeon 
al Zahrawi was his senior contemporary. Sanish 
Islamic historian and biographer Saad al-Andalusi, 
author of the famous book Tabaqat al- uman, was Ibn 
Wafid's friend. He studied Aristotle, Dioscorides, 
Galen and Islamic agriculturists. After his education, 
he returned to Talitala where he lived till his death. 
Ibn Wafid was patronized by the ruler of Talitala who 
established a large botanical garden with numerous 
plants. A number of botanists worked there, including 

Ibn Wafid and Ibn Bassal. Ibn Wafid Practiced 
medicine and pursued his scientific activities at 
Toledo. He worked for twenty years on his 
famous book Kitab al-adwiya. He died at Toledo 
in 467 AH/1074 AD. In his days, he was 
unrivaled in the knowledge of pharmacology. 
Achievements: Ibn Wafid wrote several books 
on medicine, agriculture, botany, and 
pharmacology/ His works on pharmacology and 
pharmacy have been much appreciated. His 
pharmacological studies are mainly contained in 
three books : Kitab al-adwiya fil tib (Book of 
simple medicine), Kitab al rashad fil tib (Guide 
to medicine) and Kitab al Mughith (Book of 
Guidance) 

In these books he collected the materail from earlier 
authorities and added his own observations. He 
conducted research to ascertain the properties of 
drugs. He discussed medicinal plants and their 
cultivation, simple and compound drugs with their 
properties and effectiveness. On the use of drugs, he 
had an interesting theory. He did not favour compound 
drugs. He said that in the first stage, a disease should 
be tried to be cured with the help of diet. If diet fails to 
produce positive results, simple drugs should be used. 
It is only when the simple drugs fail that a compound 
drug should be used. This theory is practiced even 
today. His other books include: Mujarrabat fil tib 
(Medical experiences) and Majmuat filaha (Book of 
agriculture). 
Ibn Wafid was known in Europe by the Latin versions 
of his name Abenguefit, Abbengufith, etc. His Kitab 
al-adwiya al mufrada was translated into Latin by 
Gerard of Cremona who died in 1187 AD. It was also 
translated into Hebrew and Spanish languages. His 
book on agriculture Kitab al filaha was used by a 
spanish author in 1513 AD.
