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Hajj - Pilgrimage
To Mecca

The fifth pillar of Islam is to make a
pilgrimage (Hajj) to Mecca, in
Saudi Arabia, at least once in one's
lifetime. This pillar is obligatory for
every Muslim, male or female,
provided that he/she is physically
and financially able to do so.
Prerequisites for performing the
Hajj are to be a Muslim, to be free,
to be an adult or mature enough. to
be of sound mind, and to have the
ability to afford the journey and
maintain one's dependents back
home for the duration. The reward
for the Hajj is nothing less than
Paradise.

The Hajj is the ultimate form of]
worship, as it involves the spirit of]
all the other rituals and demands of
the believer great sacrifice. On this
unique occasion, nearly two million
Muslims from all over the globe
meet one another in a given year.
Regardless of the season, pilgrims
wear special clothes (Ihram) - two,
very simple, unsown white
garments - which strips away all
distinctions of wealth, status, class
and culture; all stand together and
equal before Allah (God).

The rites of Hajj, which go back to
the time of Prophet Abraham who
built the Ka'bah, are observed over
five or six days, beginning on the
eighth day of the last month of the
yvear, named Dhul-Hijjah
(pilgrimage). These rites include
circumambulating the Ka'bah
(Tawaf), and going between the
mountains of Safa and Marwah, as
Hajar (Abraham's wife) did during
her search for water for her son
Isma'il. Then the pilgrims stand
together on the wide plain of Arafah
and join in prayers for God's
forgiveness, in what is often
thought of as a preview of the Last
Judgment. The pilgrims also cast
stones at a stone pillar which
represents Satan. The pilgrimage
ends with a festival, called Eid Al-
Adha, which is celebrated with
prayers, the sacrifice of an animal,
and the exchange of greetings and
gifts in Muslim communities
everywhere.

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Though al- Jahiz is remebered
principally as a great prose writer of
Arabic, the fact is he was a great
zoologist as weel. He is considered as
the most important zoologist of the
world in the 1,500-year period from
the second to the seventeenth century
AD. His Kitab al-hayawan, Book of
animals, is one of the most important
books in the history of zoology.

Life: Abu Uthman Amr bin Bahr bin
Mahboob al-Jahiz was born in Basrah,
[raq, in 159 AH-776 AD. His early life
was spent in poverty. He sold fish and
bread for a living. He was an ugly
person, black in complexion and
goggle-eyed on account of which we
was celled al-Jahiz which means
goggle-eyed. He had an insatiable
thirst forknowledge.

Al- Jahiz moved to Baghdad during the
reign of Caliph al-Mamun and stayed
there till about his death. In his old age,
he returned to his native city Basrah
where he died in 255 AH/869 AD at the
age of ninety-six lunar years. In his last
days, he suffered a lot on account of
hemiplegia, stone in the gall-bladder,
weakness, senility and other problems
of old age. It is said that the aged and
weak scholar died in his library when a
huge stack of books crashed upon him.
Achievements: Kitab al-hayawan is a
book in seven volumes which deals
with 350 animals, including large
animals, birds, fish, reptiles and insects.
He states that animals offer signs of
God’s genius. Through the study of
animals he sought to demonstrate the
existence of God and his divine
wisdom,

Al-Jahiz studied the evolution of
spesies, influence of environment and
climate on animals, migration, animal
psychology, language of animals and
classification. Some of these aspects of
zoology were developed in Europe only
in the recent centuries, almost a
thousand years after al- Jahiz. He was
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the first scientist to understand the
importance of environs and climate to
animal life. He recognised the unity of
nature and relationship among different
groups of organisms. The passages
relating to the language of ants, the
intelligence of ants, the migration of fish,
the struggle for existence and adaption
are some of the most admired parts of the
book.

He divided the whole system of creation
into two broad categories-Jamin
(inorganic) and Namin (organic), sub-
dividing Namin into Hayawan (animals)
and Nabat (plants). Hayawan has four
types according to their style of
movement - ma yamshi
(walking/running animals), ma vyatr
(flying animals(, ma yasban (swimming
animals) and may yanash (crawling
animals). He was aware that his
classifcation was not perfect.

Al-Jahiz was also a political thinker,
sociologist, anthropologist and
litterateur. He wrote more than 200 books
of which 80 have survived. Some of his
famous books are: Kitab al - hayawan;
Kitab al -bayan wal tabyin and Risala fi
nabyil tasbih.
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Happy Independence Day

India celebrates Independence Day
on August 15 each year. India became
an independent nation on August 15,
1947, so a gazetted holiday is held
annually to remember this date.

The sport of kite flying symbolizes
Independence Day. The skies are
dotted with countless kites flown
from rooftops and fields to symbolize
India's free spirit of India. Kites of
various styles, sizes and shades,
including the tricolor are available in
the marketplaces. The Red Fort in
Dehli is also an important
Independence Day symbol in India as
it 1s where Indian Prime Minister
Jawahar Lal Nehru unveiled India's
flag on August 15, 1947.

India's national flag is a horizontal
tricolor of deep saffron (kesaria) at
the top, white in the middle and dark
green at the bottom in equal
proportion. The ratio of the flag's
width to its length is two to three. A
navy-blue wheel in the center of the
white band represents the chakra. Its
design is that of the wheel which
appears on the abacus of the Sarnath
Lion Capital of Ashoka.

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Abdul Sattar Edhi - A life bigger than accolades

Pakistan's humanitarian worker Edhi has
died in the port city of Karachi due to a
protracted illness. Known as the "Mother
Teresa' of Pakistan, the activist worked
altruistically, rising above religious
prejudices.

In a country where religious intolerance
and sectarian extremism are rife, Abdul
Sattar Edhi was an embodiment of
humanism and secular values. He
devoted literally his whole life to the
welfare of his countrymen, rising above
ethnic and religious dogmas and
prejudices. In fact, he was the 'Mother
Teresa' of the Islamic country sans
religion, a fact that puts him a notch
above the legendary Roman Catholic
nun. For Edhi, who called himself a
secular person, humanity was more
important than anything else, and he
proved it by working relentlessly for
people of all faiths, including the
religious minorities and the
downtrodden, without caring for the
worldly or heavenly rewards.

That is why the news of his death on July
8, 2016, confirmed by his family in
Pakistan and reported by Pakistani
media, shocked the entire nation.
Pakistan's most humane and most
respected person is no more.

The Edhi Foundation, which the late
Pakistani activist had run for six
decades, has revolutionized charity
work not only in Pakistan but in all of
South Asia. The foundation operates "a
large ambulance service, free nursing
homes, orphanages, clinics, women's
shelters, food kitchens, and
rehabilitation centers for drug addicts
and mentally ill individuals all across the
country," according to the Edhi
Foundation website. In Pakistan, people
often say that in the face of a calamity,
the Edhi ambulances reach the affected
long before the state officials do.

"An average Pakistani is

use of terrorism, religious militancy and
sectarianism. Edhi represented the
country's 'soft image.' It's been people
like him who reassured us that not
everything is bad in Pakistan," Dr.
Mehdi Hasan, a Lahore-based professor
and intellectual, told DW.

"Edhi started his work from a small
house, and today his foundation is
running the largest network of
ambulances in South Asia. Unlike
Pakistan's most politicians and activists,
Edhi lived a simple life, and that's the
reason why people always showered him
with donations. They knew their money
would be spent for the country's
welfare," Hasan added.

Senator Taj Haider shares Hasan's view:
"In Pakistan, where the state is not ready
to fulfill its responsibilities, two
phenomena emerged — one, the private
sector, which is out there to make money,
and two, the selfless people like Edhi,
who filled in the vacuum created by the
state'sapathy."

With Edhi's demise, the campaign to get
him a posthumous Nobel Peace Prize,
which is given on rare occasions, is
getting stronger in the country. Most
Pakistanis believe that if there was a
person who truly deserved to win the
prestigious award, it was Abdul Sattar
Edhi.

Pakistani Nobel Peace Laureate Malala
Yousafzai said in January that she had
nominated Edhi for the Nobel Peace
Prize 2016 as she believed he was the
"most deserving person for this award."
"Abdul Sattar Edhi's services and
sacrifices are unparalleled. He has been
serving humanity irrespective of class,
creed or gender," she had told reporters
in Birmingham.
But Edhi was nota
big fan of

. —

awards and often said that the work he
was doing was bigger than any accolade.
"My job is to serve humanity. The work
inspires and satisfies me," he once had
said.
It's not that Edhi did not get any
international recognition for his work. In
1986, he and his wife, Bilquis Edhi - also
a charity worker - received the Ramon
Magsaysay Award for public service. He
was also the recipient of the Lenin Peace
Prize and the Balzan Prize. In 1989, the
Pakistani government conferred on him
the Nishan-e-Imtiaz, one of the country's
highest civilian awards.
Edhi's politics
Edhi was largely an apolitical person,
but in some interviews he had said he
was inspired by socialism. He was
definitely against religious and sectarian
politics and opposed military
dictatorships.
"The anti-democratic forces in Pakistan
did not like him because he believed ina
social revolution and hated military
governments,” Senator Haider said.
Despite his fondness for socialism, Edhi
was liked by many religious leaders as
well.
"Edhi is known for his great services for
humanity. He was like an institution who
worked tirelessly for the most
underprivileged people of Pakistani
society. He faced difficult times during
his mission, but he kept on working with
great consistency,” Syed Munawar
Hassan. former chief of the Jamaat-i-
[slami party, told DW.
Though Edhi is now dead, his
family and the activists working for
his charity have vowed to continue
his mission. Edhi made sure he
would leave behind an
institution which would
serve humanity even
. after his death — a
way to live beyond
e life.
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Prevalence of sickle cell dlsease
is more than projected: Dr Dalla

POPULATION Surveyin ten dis-
tricts wherein approx 15 lakh
population have been screened
in Durg, Kabeerdham,
Mahasamund, Raipur,
Bemetara, Balodabazar, Balod,
Mungeli, Gariyaband and
Raigarh in the State has shown
that prevalence of 10 percent of
carriers and 0.4 percent of
sufferers.

The prevalence may be more
than projected because survey
intribalareas (where prevalence
is expected more) like Bastar,
Surguja and Jashpur is yet to be
done. There is 10 percent pop-
ulation of children below the age
of 5 years which could not be
assessed insurvey. There is high

rate of prevalence in this group.
When we start screening of chil-
dren and neonatal screening,
there figures are expected to be
high, informed DrAR Dalla, for-
mer Chairman, State unit of

Indian Red Cross Society and
also President of Project Sickle,
Chharttisgarh.

People living in difficult geo-
graphical terrain like in
Abujhmad in Bastar are yet to
be screened. It is a known fact
that that sickle cell disease in
highly prevalent in tribal popu-
lation.

Abujhmad was not accessible
few years ago, but now it has
becomeaccessible. Soisthe case
in the other tribal areas. Now
with better transport and com-
munication, higher number of
sickle cell patients may be found
which will add to the projected
prevalence rate. A special tar-
geted neonatal and antenatal
screening programme may add
to the prevalence rates, informed
Dr Dalla.

Chattisgarh has developed a mini super-computer

A 22-year-old geek from Maoist-hit
Bastar has developed a mini super-
computer with speed and efficiency
that can match an assembly of 32
computers. Engineering graduate
Saad Memon developed the computer
with Rs 5 lakh financial aid from a
Pune-based engineering college,
where he studied.He has also filed two
patent rights for his super-computer's
software - human brain
simulation. The software is similar to
Apple and Microsoft's Siri and
Cortana, which accepts voice
commands to operate computers and
smart phones. When it comes to
performance and data processing,
super computers are used by space
research organisations, petroleum
industries, acrospace and automobiles

industries for processing complex
scientific data, which needs high
processing power. This super
computer has 128 gigabytes RAM
space with a Wikipedia installed.
Talking to TOI, Saad said, "It took me
three vears to develop this computer.
Now it's working on 8.0 version and
works on voice command. Sitting in
Bastar, I can access this mini super
computer which is placed in Pune."
He said he's in process of developing
the software-human brain simulation
voice command in Hindi, which could
be used by farmers for accessing
information on internet. Explaining its
features, Saad said "Through
automated voice command, this mini
super-computer has the efficiency to
automatically operate a car. It can

operate humanoid robots, which can
execute tasks like cleaning, regulating
gadgets according to temperature. If
develop a social media group through
this computer, then at a time one lakh
users can get access."Saad has also
applied for patent on two programmes
of Human Brain Simulation, which is
mini super computer software and
connects any gadget, appliance and
computer. Saad is working on neural
network, a computer modelled on
human brain and nervous system. "It's
a big task which is now lagging behind
due to lack of funds,"” he said. He has
received five national awards."For
post-graduation and doctorate, | want
to go to United States," he said.
